Save the Planet

Today’s global economy has been formed by market, not by the principles of ecology. This has created
an economy that is destroying its natural support system (cucremaectecTBeHHOMIOMIEPKKH). It IS eco-economy
that we need today to save the planet. Aneco-economy is one that satisfies our needs without affecting the
prospects of future generations to meet their needs. Therefore, it is necessary to turn our economy into in eco-
economy. To buildan eco-economy means to restore carbon balance, to stabilize population and water use, and to
conserve forests, soils and variety of plant and animal life in the world.

Such an eco-economy will affect every side of our lives. It will change how we light our homes, what we eat, where
we live, how we use our free time, and how many children we have. It will give us a world where we are a part of
nature.

Building a new economy means eliminating and replacing old industries, restructuring existing ones, and creating
new ones. The generation of electricity from wind is one such industry. Soon millions of turbines will be turning
wind into electricity. In many countries, wind will provide both electricity and hydrogen. Together, electricity and
hydrogen can meet all the energy needs of a modern society.

Another industry that will play an important part in the new economy is management of available water supply most
efficiently. Irrigation technology will become more efficient. The recycling of urban waste water will become
common. At present, water flows into and out of cities, carrying waste with it. In the future, water will be used again
and again, never discharged (cmyckaTb, BeutMBaTh). As water does not lose its quality from use, there is no limit to
how long it can be used, as long as (mioka) it is cleaned before reuse.

One can easily see eco-economy changes in some countries. It is known that Denmark is the eco-economy leader. It
has stabilised its population, banned (3ampemiarts) the construction of coal power plants, banned the use of non-
refillable drink containers, and is now getting 15 per cent of its electricity from wind. Besides, it has restructured its
urban transport networks; now 32 per cent of all trips in Copenhagen are on bicycles. Denmark is still not close
(near) to balancing carbon emission, but it is moving in that direction.

Technology for the fermentation and maturation process

in open fermentation vats in the fermentation room is typical mainly for production of beer using the bottom
yeast. It allows especially convenient collection of brown foam from the dead yeast in the last stage of the
fermentation which is a prerequisite for making a quality lager of traditional taste. Unfortunately the open

fermentation technology is absolutely unsuitable for the production of top-fermented beer since the

The brewing of hot wort which is the first phase of the production cycle of beer, is followed by a second
phase, called the fermentation. Fermenting of wort is a manifestation of metabolism of brewer yeast. Yeast is added
into wort after its aeration immediately after wort is cooled to the fermentation temperature after wort is pumped
from the brewhouse to fermentation vessels.

The main task of brewer yeast in the primary fermentation stage is to convert part of the sugars in the wort
into alcohol. At the set degree of fermentation the fermentation process is interrupted (not to be the full conversion
of 100 % sugar). The so-called young or green beer is pumped into another tank wherein continuing fermentation
process has a lower intensity, but it takes place at a lower temperature and higher pressure while the beer is
carbonated by carbon dioxide. This part of the fermentation process is called the maturation of beer — the secondary
fermentation.

Design and construction of tanks for the primary beer fermentation varies depending on the technology. In
our craft breweries we use both most common fermentation technologies which can be used within one brewery also
in their combinations and this allows to produce beer of different kinds and sensory properties.

The style of bottom-fermenting includes all bottom-fermented beers using the Saccharomyces uvarum yeast.
The majority of world production are bottom-fermented beers, including Czech lager Pilsner. These include for
example also Dortmunder, Bock, Marzen and more beers called lagers.
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The bottom yeast fermentation is carried out at temperatures of 6-12 ° C and lasts for 6-12 days. Beer lies
for a month or longer (from here the name “lager”) at low temperature which ensure, among other things, the
dispersion of sulfur compounds created during primary fermentation.

The technology of open fermentation access of air to the active yeast on surfac of the fermented wort often
tends to result in the contamination of beer by undesirable organisms.

For small breweries, there is a strong argument for the main beer fermentation in open vats — the great

marketing asset. A view of the beer in the fermentation phase with many colour of the yeast foam is one of the main
attractions for all visitors of the craft brewery.

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The Monitor

We interact with computers by entering instructions and data into them. After the information has been
processed (oopabateiBath), We can see the results (i.e. the output) on the visual display unit (VDU — ycrpoiictBo
BUpTYyaJibHOTO oToOpaskeHusi) or the monitor. In this interactive process with the computer, the screen plays an
important part.

The pictures and the characters (cumBosbr) we see on the screen are made up of picture elements which
are also called pixels. The total number of pixels the display is divided in (both horizontally and vertically) is
known as resolution. When the number of pixels is very large, we obtain a high resolution display and therefore a
sharp image. If the number of pixels is small, a low resolution is obtained. Thus, pixel density or resolution
affects the quality of the image: a larger number of pixels gives a much clearer image.

The cathode ray tube of the monitor is very similar to that of a TV set. Inside the tube there is an electron
beam which scans the screen and turns on or off the pixels that make up the image. The beam appears in the top
left corner, and scans the screen from left to right in a continuous sequence, similar to the movement of our eyes
when we read, but much faster. This sequence is repeated 50, 60 or 75 times per second, depending on the
system.

In a colour monitor, the screen surface is coated (moxpsiBats) With substances called phosphors. Three
different phosphor materials are used — one each for red, green and blue. A beam of electrons causes phosphor
materials to give coloured light from which the picture is formed. Colour monitors are capable to display many
different colours at the same time.

Portable computers use a flat liquid-crystal display (LCD) instead of a picture tube.
Super Phones

Not long ago it became known that cell phone manufacturers were experimenting with several different
designs for the handheld devices that would be linked to the advanced wireless networks of the future. If these
machines really are to become digital companions, they will haveto be versatile, adaptable and fashionable
(mommsrit). Companies such as Nokia, Ericsson and Motorola are working on the third-generation «super phone»
that will look quite different from existing cell phones. In fact, calling them phones seems absurd (nepa3ymmbiit).
They will have built-in colour screens several inches square for presentation of high resolution graphics and
video. Some may have a keyboard and a miniature mouse for data input, but most of them will use touch-
sensitive (cexcopmsrii) screens and styluses (mepo, mumymmii y3en) like those employed now by the handheld
computers.

In addition to carrying voice communication, the super phone will also be able to play music files that are
circulating on the Web in the most popular MP3 format (or in whatever format may replace it).

New York
New York is a city where all the languages of the world are spoken and where people live
on the ground, travel under the ground and work in the sky.

New York makes a great impression on all visitors because of its many high buildings, its
theatres, museums and hotels, its beautiful bridges, and its expensive shops with their fabulous
(6acHocoBHbIiA) prices. The first permanent white settlers (mocesersr) came to New York from Holland in
1626. These Dutch settlers bought all of Manhattan Island (octpos) from the Indians for the equivalent of twenty-
five dollars, while today some of this land costs a million dollars an acre. This island is the heart of the city.

It is on Manhattan Island where most of the skyscrapers are located. This island is connected by six
longbridges, as well as by tunnels and ferries (apom), with the other four districts that constitute New York City.

The main requirement for potatoes is that they must be mature enough, otherwise there will be few starch
grains in them, and the starch quality will be noticeably lower. Usually, one potato tuber contains about
18% starch.

During processing, starch grains are extracted, separated from impurities and dried. Dry dehydrated starch
has a weight of about 1.65 g per 1 ml, so starch grains are not so difficult to separate using a centrifuge.

Starch production consists of several stages. First, it is washed with water (consumption of 4-5 cubic
meters per ton of raw materials), then the tubers are crushed by passing through grating devices. The
resulting mass is fed to a sieve. Here, under water pressure, starch grains are separated from the rest of the
mass. Then the separated grains are settled in the washing tank for several hours.

The starch remains at the bottom, and the remaining liquid is once again passed through the filter. Then
there is a secondary washing with starch settling on the bottom. Raw starch is obtained, it is sent to
drying, where at a temperature of 50 C the humidity of the raw material decreases to 20%. After drying,
lumps form that need to be crushed. This completes the production. It remains only to sift the starchand
pack. Modern enterprises use mechanical lines for the production of starch of 4 types (first, second,
higher, extra). There are devices installed there that perform all procedures completely automatically.
Such installations do not need a significant area and are capable of producing significant productivity (up
to 15 tons of starch per day).Safety in starch production!lt should be taken into account that starch dust
can explode in contact with fire. Therefore, special fire safety requirements are imposed on the equipment
and premises. You will also need a efflyentwater treatment system. The enterprise is best placed outside
the city, and potatoes from farms are delivered by transport.
