TEXT ASSESSMENT METHOD

The starting point of the evaluation method proposed here is a risk programming approach for determining the
optimal production program under risk. Put simply, this approach is an optimization method which maximizes the
total coverage contribution (GDB) of an operation-specific production program. The individual influence on this
production program is possible by taking into account various auxiliary conditions. For example, fruit follower
tricks, labour resources or risk adjustment can be taken into account.

Market-based risk management tools such as weather derivatives, due to their negative correlation with the
contribution of the “classic" production methods, allow farmers to include more profitable and risky processes in
their production programme without increasing risk.
