Save the Planet

Today’s global economy has been formed by market, not by the principles of ecology. This has created an economy
that is destroying its natural support system (cucremaecTecTBeHHOHTIOAAEPKKH). It is eco-economy that we need
today to save the planet. An eco-economy is one that satisfies our needs without affecting the prospects of future
generations to meet their needs. Therefore, it is necessary to turn our economy into in eco-economy. To build an
eco-economy means to restore carbon balance, to stabilize population and water use, and to conserve forests, soils
and variety of plant and animal life in the world.

The Monitor

We interact with computers by entering instructions and data into them. After the information has been processed
(oOpabateiBaTh), we can see the results (i.e. the output) on the visual display unit (VDU -
YCTPOHCTBOBUPTYaJIbHOrooTOOpakeHus1) or the monitor. In this interactive process with the computer, the screen
plays an important part.

The pictures and the characters (cumBoiibI) we see on the screen are made up of picture elements which are also
called pixels. The total number of pixels the display is divided in (both horizontally and vertically) is known as
resolution. When the number of pixels is very large, we obtain a high resolution display and therefore a sharp image.
If the number of pixels is small, a low resolution is obtained. Thus, pixel density or resolution affects the quality of
the image: a larger number of pixels gives a much clearer image.

The cathode ray tube of the monitor is very similar to that of a TV set. Inside the tube there is an electron beam
which scans the screen and turns on or off the pixels that make up the image. The beam appears in the top left
corner, and scans the screen from left to right in a continuous sequence, similar to the movement of our eyes when
we read, but much faster. This sequence is repeated 50, 60 or 75 times per second, depending on the system.

In a colour monitor, the screen surface is coated (moxpsiBath) with substances called phosphors. Three different
phosphor materials are used — one each for red, green and blue. A beam of electrons causes phosphor materials to
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give coloured light from which the picture is formed. Colour monitors are capable to display many different colours
at the same time.

Portable computers use a flat liquid-crystal display (LCD) instead of a picture tube.

Super Phones

Not long ago it became known that cell phone manufacturers were experimenting with several different designs for
the handheld devices that would be linked to the advanced wireless networks of the future. If these machines really
are to become digital companions, they will have to be versatile, adaptable and fashionable (moxmsrit). Companies
such as Nokia, Ericsson and Motorola are working on the third-generation «super phone» that will look quite
different from existing cell phones. In fact, calling them phones seems absurd (Hepa3zymusrit). They will have built-
in colour screens several inches square for presentation of high resolution graphics and video. Some may have a
keyboard and a miniature mouse for data input, but most of them will use touch-sensitive (cencopmsrii) screens and
styluses (mepo, nunrymuitysen) like those employed now by the handheld computers.

In addition to carrying voice communication, the super phone will also be able to play music files that are
circulating on the Web in the most popular MP3 format (or in whatever format may replace it).

Stages of Education and Development of the Real Estate Market in Russia

The first phase, the birth period, covers the years 1990-1995. It is characterized by the lack of a
legal basis for market participants, a high level of risk offset by high profitability of brokerage
and high price dynamics.

It is necessary to highlight a number of reasons that slowed down the market development in that
time. This is the state distribution of housing left from the past which reduces the market demand
for housing, low wages and savings, monopoly in the field of fuel and energy complex as well as
housing and communal services.

The start-up phase which continues to these days is characterized by the creation of a regulatory
framework for activities in the real estate market and the inclusion of commercial real estate and
land in market turnover.

One of the key features of the current period is the emergence of the interaction between the real
estate market and the financial market.

The liquidity of real estate objects of a particular class is the value inversely proportional to the
average (in relation to the sum of transactions on a given market) of the exposure duration of
such objects sold for a given period (month, quarter).

- The tension between supply and demand is not the entire economy, but the region.

Real estate as a commodity is closely linked to the point of sale, so the real estate market is
subject to import and export.

Most real estate transactions require a fairly complex and expensive legal approval. In Russia,
they require state registration and transactions involving individuals are most often required to be
notarised.

Based on all features of the real estate market, we can formulate the main specification of the
real estate market: The real estate market is a less developed market in comparison to markets in
other areas of the market economy.

Ownership Right in the System of Real Estate Rights

In the Russian Federation there are 3 types of property rights:
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- Possession;

- Use;

- Disposal.

The combination of these rights constitutes the legal content of the right of ownership as the
broadest property right providing the owner with the opportunity to use his property for any
activities not prohibited by law and remove all other persons from economic domination over
property belonging to him if there is no will.

Possession is the primary document of ownership, based on the law, legally secured physical
control over the object, the possibility of actual possession of the thing. Possession creates the
necessary prerequisites for the implementation of two other powers - use and disposal.

Use - is a lawful possibility of exploitation, economic, commercial or other use of property by
extracting useful properties from it, its consumption, applying the property in accordance with its
purpose at the discretion and the desire of the user or owner.

Disposal is a comprehensive element of the right of ownership, the highest way of realizing the
relationship between the object and the subject of ownership, that is, the right to decide how and
by whom the object and the income derived from it can be used.

The owner may transfer his property in trust management to another person.

State property may be transferred into the ownership of private individuals, such a transfer is
called privatization.

Text 1. The Term “Real Estate”

The discussion of the term "real estate" is very important to find out what is the subject of
valuation in the real estate valuation and what exactly refers to real estate.
People talked about real estate in ancient Rome. If all things moved belonged to movable
property, then real estate is primarily land, regardless of its condition - built or not - and
everything is inseparable from the land.
The term "real estate" appeared rather late in Russian legislation, it was fixed by the decree of
Peter I in 1714. Since 1917, after the abolition of private property, the term "real estate" has
disappeared from legal and commercial practice. In the period after the October Revolution, the
division into immovable and movable property under Soviet law was absent during the 70 years.
Only after 1990 the term "real estate" was revived with the right to private property.
The term "real estate" has been widely used in practice, but the peculiarities of the Russian
market, which need to be streamlined, are reflected in an ambiguous interpretation of this
concept.
Unfortunately, the adopted legislation in the Russian Federation does not include the concept of
real estate. Therefore, practicing real estate appraisers are guided by international standards,
which refer to land as real estate, and to everything that is constantly associated with it.
