A. Moscow has always been a
multicultural city. If we look back at its
history, we will see that there were several
foreign communities living in Moscow on a
permanent basis. We all know about German
people inhabiting the banks of the Yauza river,
where little Peter, the future tsar of all Russia,
ran around, made friends and got his first ideas
of learning about ships and fleets. But what do
we know about the British community of
Moscow? Did it even exist?

B. The first ties between Russia and Britain
were formed in the middle of the 16th century
in the time of Ivan the Terrible. It was then that
some wealthy British merchants founded the
Muscovy Company which held a monopoly on
trade between Britain and Russia until 1698.
The building of its Moscow headquarters was
granted to the company by the tsar in 1556 and
can be still visited at 4, Varvarka Street, known
to us now as The Old English Court.

C. Beginning from the time of Peter the Great,
several talented British military men moved to
Russia. Many of them served as army generals
and navy admirals, defending Russian borders
in different wars and battles. Among the most
famous ones were Field Marshall James Bruce,
Field Marshall Barclay de Tolly and Admiral
Thomas Mackenzie, all of them of Scottish
origin.

D.In the 18th century, British
industrialists made themselves known in
Russia. One of the most outstanding figures
was Robert McGill, who lived in Moscow and
served as an intermediary between Lancashire
mill engineers and the Russian cotton industry,
and built over 180 mills (cotton factories) in
Russia. Robert McGill had a house in
Spiridonovka Street and together with his wife
Jane was a prominent member of the British
community in Moscow.

E. If you talk to Moscow concert musicians
who were active between the 1970s and the
1990s, they will tell you of the fantastic
acoustics of the “Melodiya” recording studio at
8, Voznesensky Lane, which they lovingly
called ‘kirche’, mistakenly thinking it was a
German church. This building, designed in the
English neo-gothic architectural style, was in
fact built in 1885 by Robert McGill and is St.
Andrew’s Anglican Church, which was used as
a recording studio in Soviet times.

The Business Partnership

When a proprietor wants to expand a business, one way to do so is to form a
partnership, a business formed for profit by two or more co-owners. The rights and
duties of a partnership are regulated by laws of the state where it is formed and by
a legal agreement made by the co-owners. Usually an agreement specifies the
amount of money, each is investing and duties each partner assumes. A partnership
agreement also may provide for a «silent partner» who does not take part in the
management, but who invests money in the business.

The partnership has the advantage of pooling managerial talent. One partner
may be qualified in production, another in marketing. The partnership has a
favourable tax position when compared with the corporation. Federal taxes are
paid by individual partners on their share of earnings, beyond that the business is
not taxed.

A major disadvantage of the partnership is that each member is liable for all
debts of the partnership; the act of any partner is legally binding upon the others.



For example, if one partner takes a large sum of money from the business and
wastes it, the others must pay the debt. Partnership has another disadvantage:
decision-making is shared. If partners have serious disagreements, the business is
failed. Nevertheless, the partnership remains a vital part of the whole business
economy.

Not long ago computers were not very reliable and comparatively slow in operation.
Since then, several generations of complex electronic computing equipment have been
developed, each being significantly better than the one before it. Almost every day a new use is
found for these astonishing devices to help man.

We know a computer to be a complex electronic device that can store and process vast
quantities of information. Following instructions, computing equipment will perform
calculations such as addition, subtraction, multiplication and division, and provide the answers to
a large variety of problems in a tiny fraction of time.!

A computer is known to be the "heart" of an electronic data processing system,? other
parts of equipment being auxiliary.

There are two main types of computing equipment — digital and analogue. They work
differently and yield different results. The digital computer is performing a much broader range
of functions than the analogue one.

The analogue computer, as its name implies, produces analogues or parallels of the
process to be described or the problem to be solved. Both the digital and the analogue computers
must be "programmed". This means they must be set up in such a way that they can produce a
result from the information fed into them, and the information itself must be organized so that it
can be handled by the machines. These devices working by electronic impulses perform at
fantastic speed and with great precision.

Looking to the future, computer makers see no end to the things they would like to
accomplish. The computer of the future seems to be developed by using bionics — biological
functions of plants and animals — as a guide in designing electronic circuits.

Nowadays computer makers are working at the problem of introducing small computers
into our everyday life making them personal. They are trying to develop a computer that will
understand human language.

Each new generation of computers opens up new possibilities for basic and applied
research.

FORMAL AND INFORMAL EDUCATION

Education includes different kinds of learning experiences. Education is the ways in which people learn skills, gain knowledge and
understanding about the world and about themselves. There are two types of education — formal and informal.

Informal education involves people in learning during their daily life. For example, children learn their language simply by hearing and by
trying to speak themselves. In the same informal manner they learn to dress themselves, to eat with good manners, to ride a bike or to make a telephone
call. Education is also informal when people get information or learn skills on their own initiative without a teacher. To do so they may visit a book
shop, library or museum. They may watch a television show, look at a video tape, or listen to a radio programme. They do not have to pass tests or
exams.

Formal education is the instruction given at different kinds of schools, colleges, universities. In most countries people enter a system of formal
education during their early childhood. In this type of education, the people, who are in charge, decide what to teach. Then learners study those things
with the teacher at the head. Teachers expect learners to come to school regularly and on time, to work at about the same speed as their classmates, and
to pass tests and exams. Learners have to pass exams to show how well they have progressed in their learning. At the end of their learning leaners may
earn a diploma, a certificate, or a degree as a mark of their success over the years.

The school systems of all modern nations provide both general and vocational education. Most countries also prefer special educational
programs for gifted or for physically or mentally handicapped children. Adult education programmes are provided for people who wish to take up their
education after leaving school. Most countries spend a large amount of time and money for formal education of their citizens.

Economics

Economics is a science studying economy. Economics like any other natural and social sciences tries to reveal laws and principles. 23 During
the modern history economists call economics simply the «science of wealthy.

Economics is the study of how societies use scarce resources to produce valuable commodities and distribute them among people. The major
goal of economics is to define the most effective way of managing the economic life of the country. The economy means a system of management, use
and control of money, goods and other resources of the country and community. The economy comprises people, companies, the government of the
country, local authorities, and decisions about prices and wages, what to produce, export, import and other matters. So the economy is complicated and
difficult to predict, but it is important to businesses because changes in the economy influence all types of business.



There are three types of the economy, namely, a command economy, a market economy and a mixed economy. In those cases when the
government makes economic decisions about production and distribution of goods and services, such type of economy is called the command
economy.

When decisions are made in markets it is called the market economy. In this case all questions connected with the production and consumption
are solved by private firms and individuals. Mixed economies use the elements of market and command. All contemporary societies are mixed
economies.

Economists classify the science of economics into two branches: macroeconomics and microeconomics. Microeconomics in the modern world
means making economic decisions within the corporation or partnership. Microeconomics deals with people, economic decisions made by people,
businesses — how companies run their business within their country. In microeconomics we look at which goods are produced, who produces these
goods, and who gets them.

Macroeconomics is the interaction in the economy as a whole; it looks at how the domestic economy interacts with economies of other
countries.

There is a close interconnection between macroeconomics and microeconomics: macroeconomics outcomes depend on micro behavior, and
micro behavior is influenced by macro outcomes.
