1. Translate into Russian: Economics is the study of how society decides what, how, and for whom to
produce. The central economic problem for society is how to reconcile the conflict between people's
limitless demand for goods and services and the resources which can be allocated for the production of
these goods and services. The market is the process by which individuals' decisions about consumption of
goods, firms' decisions about what and how to produce, the workers™ decisions about how much and for
whom to work are reconciled by prices. When resources are limited, they are allocated through the
political process. In a country like Sweden with a strong government the level of production of social
services may be higher than the level of production of goods for individual consumption.

1. Translate into Russian: Taxes are a compulsory financial contribution by a person or body of persons
towards the expenditure of a public authority. The government has a choice of taxing income, wealth or
consumption to finance its expenditure on defence, social services, municipal services etc. The main
forms of direct tax are income tax paid by individuals and corporation tax paid by businesses. Income tax
in Great Britain dates from the 1790s and has until recently been the major source to generate tax
revenue. Income tax can be progressive, proportional or regressive. The idea of a progressive tax is to
take more from those who earn more.

2. Translate into Russian: Indirect taxes are imposed on certain products or services that people buy. The
main ones are value added tax and excise duties. Pressure to increase government expenditure may lead to
a search of new taxes. Some people argue for a more direct link between specific taxes and particular
items of government expenditure. For example, taxes from motorists could be spent on roads and the
transport system while the tax from alcohol and tobacco could be spent on the national health service. But
it is impossible for the government to match all individual taxes with particular spending programmes.
The major principles of a tax system are that it should be equitable and reasonable. Then the incentive to
avoid and evade tax would be less. The system of tax collection shouldn't be costly and shouldn't contain
a lot of tax allowances and exemptions.

3. Translate into Russian: In general usage, a financial plan is a comprehensive evaluation of an
individual's current pay and future financial state by using current known variables to predict future
income, asset values and withdrawal plans. This often includes a budget which organizes an individual's
finances and sometimes includes a series of steps or specific goals for spending and saving in the future.
This plan allocates future income to various types of expenses, such as rent or utilities, and also reserves
some income for short-term and long-term savings. A financial plan is sometimes referred to as an
investment plan, but in personal finance a financial plan can focus on other specific areas such as risk
management, estates, college, or retirement.

4. Translate into Russian: The accounting and finance industries have distinct responsibilities and roles.
When the products of their work are combined, it produces a complete picture, a financial plan. A
financial analyst studies the data and facts (regulations/standards), which are processed, recorded, and
presented by accountants. Normally, finance personnel study the data results - meaning what has
happened or what might happen - and propose a solution to an inefficiency. Investors and financial
institutions must see both the issue and the solution to make an informed decision. Accountants and
financial planners are both involved with presenting issues and resolving inefficiencies, so together, the
results and explanation are provided in a financial plan.

(balance sheet, income statement, and cash flow statement) created within a business plan. Financial
forecast or financial plan can also refer to an annual projection of income and expenses for a company,
division or department. A financial plan can also be an estimation of cash needs and a decision on how to
raise the cash, such as through borrowing or issuing additional shares in a company.

A financial plan may contain prospective financial statements, which are similar, but different, than a
budget. Financial plans are the entire financial accounting overview of a company. Complete financial
plans contain all periods and transaction types.

Businesses
do not compete only in selling things. They compete for labour, capital, and natural resources. If a
business is going to survive in the face of competition, it needs a constant flow of new ideas. It needs
managers who are good at developing new products, finding new ways to reduce costs, and thinking of
new ways to make products attractive to consumers.

9. Translate into Russian: Taxes are a compulsory financial contribution by a person or body of persons
towards the expenditure of a public authority. The government has a choice of taxing income, wealth or
consumption to finance its expenditure on defence, social services, municipal services etc. The main
forms of direct tax are income tax paid by individuals and corporation tax paid by businesses. Income tax
in Great Britain dates from the 1790s and has until recently been the major source to generate tax
revenue. Income tax can be progressive, proportional or regressive. The idea of a progressive tax is to
take more from those who earn more.

10. Translate into Russian: Pressure to increase government expenditure may lead to a search of new
taxes. Some people argue for a more direct link between specific taxes and particular items of government

government to match all individual taxes with particular spending programmes.

But one could also make a career in government or in the not-for-profit sector. Career is more than just a
job. It is something that may include many separate jobs. People, as a rule, move from job to job during
their lifetime. A career involves choices of occupation. There is work that we enjoy and feel good about.
And there is work that we don't enjoy. Every career includes some work of both kinds. How much of each
kind then-is in your career depends very much on decisions that you yourself make.

12. Translate into Russian: Employers want to hire people who fit the job, they want to fill the vacancies
with competent people. If there is a personnel department in the company then the staff help to recruit a
qualified applicant. Employers usually consider professional qualifications and personal characteristics.
Preference is given to applicants who can maintain good relations, who have positive attitudes, who can
work in a team and under pressure. It is important for the resume to be good-looking and accurate.

13. Translate into Russian: Before writing your resume, ask yourself what an employer would want to
know about you, what tasks you could perform, what kind of experience you have had, what skills you
can offer and what job you expect the employer to give you. There are many interesting jobs in the
financial system - loan officer at a bank, broker in a securities firm, underwriter in an insurance company,
and an auditor.

14. Translate into Russian: One of the chief aims of education is to equip future citizens they require to
take their place in adult society. The "place in society" is associated first of all with a well-paid job with
good prospects, the labour market in Britain is highly competitive and it will remain competitive for the
years to come? Big companies compete with each other to recruit best students offering them tempting
salaries and "fringe benefits". Recruiting tactics of this kind have led to the "brain drain", the process by
which highly skilled people offer their services to the highest bidder. And for as long as memory can
stretch' British students have been competing for jobs in this market.

15. Translate into Russian: Many people regard financial security as the most important thing in family
finances. This is not the same thing as being rich. It means being freed from the need to think about
money, living within your means. For day-to-day living you need ready cash but you also need a bit in
reserve for a rainy day. The first thing to think about is your current account and how much is in it. Credit
cards can be a helpful way of handling unexpected expenses, but credit is always costly, and of course it's
just another form of debt.

16. Translate into Russian: For some people, the English and the Americans, however, living on credit is
a normal way of life. They believe that credit enables them to enjoy the use of goods and services before
they have fully paid for them. Such people are not afraid to use consumer credit (credit from suppliers,
hire purchase and loans from banks) because they have an income. If they want to buy a house they
almost always borrow the money in the form of a mortgage from a building society or a mortgage bank.
They pay for expensive things in installments by means of a hire purchase plan.

First of all they get an income from
employment, then from keeping money in a savings account with a bank, from renting property, and from
investing in shares in the stock market. People who are paid by the hour get wages. People who are paid
on an annual basis get salaries and people, paid for a particular service, get fees.

Government plays a big role in the American free enterprise
system. Federal, state and local governments tax, regulate, and support business.

21. Translate into Russian: In the United States there are agencies to regulate safety, health, environment,
transport, communications, trade, labour relations, and finances. Regulation ensures that business serves
the best interests of the people as a whole. Some industries — nuclear power, for instance — have been
regulated more closely over the last few years than ever before. In others the trend has been towards
deregulation or reduction of administrative burden on the economy.

22. Translate into Russian: The U.S. economy has a tradition of government intervention for specific
economic purposes — including controlling inflation, limiting monopoly, protecting the consumer,
providing for the poor. The government also affects the economy by controlling the money supply and the
use of credit. The aim is a balanced budget.

23. Translate into Russian: The backbone of any economy are producers. They are represented by
enterprises or firms. The aim of producers is to supply goods and services, seek profits, and compete
successfully with one another. To create the goods and services they sell, producers transform inputs into
outputs. Three factors of production are needed to make goods and services. They are labour, capital, and
natural resources.

24. Translate into Russian: Producers tend to respond to a rise in price by increasing their output.
Together, changes in supply and demand act to correct temporary shortages or surpluses. When there is a
shortage, producers see a chance to increase the supply and to make an extra profit.

25. Translate into Russian: Every economy faces the problem of what, how and for whom to produce. In
market economies the problem is solved by the market thanks to the law of supply and demand. The law
states that the imbalances in the market between the quantity of the goods that buyers want to purchase
and the quantity that producers want to sell tend to be corrected by changes in prices. Other things being
equall, people tend to increase their purchases of a good or service when its price goes down, and to cut
back on purchases when prices go up.

26. Translate into Russian: Whenever people who are willing to sell a commodity contact people willing
to buy it, a market for that commodity is created. In a perfect market, buyers and sellers are numerous and
competition is completely free. In some markets there may only be one seller or a very limited number of
sellers to offer goods and services. Such a situation is called a "monopoly".

27. Translate into Russian: As long as someone has been making, supplying and distributing goods or
services, there has been some sort of economy; economies grew larger as societies grew and became more
complex. Sumer developed a large-scale economy based on commodity money, while the Babylonians
and their neighboring city states later developed the earliest system of economics as we think of, in terms
of rules/laws on debt, legal contracts and law codes relating to business practices, and private property.
28. Translate into Russian: The ancient economy was mainly based on subsistence farming. The Shekel
referred to an ancient unit of weight and currency. The first usage of the term came from Mesopotamia
circa 3000 BC., and referred to a specific mass of barley which related other values in a metric such as
silver, bronze, copper etc. A barley/shekel was originally both a unit of currency and a unit of weight, just
as the British Pound was originally a unit denominating a one-pound mass of silver.

29. Translate into Russian: The primary sector of the economy is the sector of an economy making direct
use of natural resources. This includes agriculture, forestry, fishing and mining. In contrast, the secondary
sector produces manufactured goods, and the tertiary sector produces services. The primary sector is
usually most important in less-developed countries, and typically less important in industrial countries.
30. Translate into Russian: The manufacturing industries that aggregate, pack, package, purify or process
the raw materials close to the primary producers are normally considered part of this sector, especially if
the raw material is unsuitable for sale or difficult to transport long distances.

Primary industry is a larger sector in developing countries; for instance, animal husbandry is more
common in Africa than in Japan. Mining in 19th-century South Wales provides a case study of how an
economy can come to rely on one form of activity.

31. Translate into Russian: In developed countries secondary industry has become more technologically
advanced, for instance the mechanization of farming as opposed to hand picking and planting. In more
developed economies additional capital is invested in primary means of production. As an example, in the
United States corbel, combine harvesters pick the corn, and spray systems distribute large amounts of
insecticides, herbicides and fungicides, producing a higher yield than is possible using less capital-
intensive techniques. These technological advances and investment allow the primary sector to require
less workforce and, this way, developed countries tend to have a smaller percentage of their workforce
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involved in primary activities, instead having a higher percentage involved in the secondary and tertiary
sectors.

32. Translate into Russian: Developed countries are allowed to maintain and develop their primary
industries even further due to the excess wealth. For instance, European Union agricultural subsidies
provide buffers for the fluctuating inflation rates and prices of agricultural produce. This allows
developed countries to be able to export their agricultural products at extraordinarily low prices. This
makes them extremely competitive against those of poor or underdeveloped countries that maintain free
market policies and low or non-existent tariffs to counter them. Such differences also come about due to
more efficient production in developed economies, given farm machinery, better information available to
farmers, and often larger scale.

33. Translate into Russian: The secondary sector includes industries that produce a finished, usable
product or are involved in construction.

This sector generally takes the output of the primary sector and manufactures finished goods or where
they are suitable for use by other businesses, for export, or sale to domestic consumers. This sector is
often divided into light industry and heavy industry. Many of these industries consume large quantities of
energy and require factories and machinery to convert the raw materials into goods and products. They
also produce waste materials and waste heat that may cause environmental problems or cause pollution.
The secondary sector supports both the primary and tertiary sector.

34. Translate into Russian: Some economists contrast wealth-producing sectors in an economy such as
manufacturing with the service sector which tends to be wealth-consuming. Examples of service may
include retail, insurance, and government. These economists contend that an economy begins to decline
as its wealth-producing sector shrinks. Manufacturing is an important activity to promote economic
growth and development.

A financial plan can also be an estimation of cash needs and a decision on how to
raise the cash, such as through borrowing or issuing additional shares in a company. A financial plan may
contain prospective financial statements, which are similar, but different, than a budget.

Individually, financial statements show either the
past, present, or future financial results. More specifically, financial statements also only reflect the

categories of transactions (operations & expenses & investing) over time.

The
essence of demand inflation is sometimes explained in one phrase: "Too much money is hunting for too
few goods." The theory of cost-driven inflation explains price increases by such factors that lead to an
increase in unit costs.

2. Translate into Russian: Demand is the amount of goods, works, or services that consumers are willing
and able to buy at a certain price in a specific period. Usually this concept is closely related to the
sentence. This is the number of demand objects that the business is ready to offer for sale. The price
influences supply and demand the most. The law of demand says: the higher the price, the less demand -
and vice versa. For example, when the price of smart phones from a certain company increases, demand
for them may fall - consumers will look for more affordable alternatives. The law of supply is also based
on price: as the price of a product increases, its quantity on the market increases - and vice versa.

3. Translate into Russian: The banker pursues two contradictory goals. One goal is profit. Commercial
banks, like other enterprises, strive for profit. Therefore, they provide loans and buy securities,
government bonds and shares of companies. These transactions are shown in the balance sheet as the
main assets that generate income for commercial banks. On the other hand, a commercial bank should
strive for security. For banks, security is provided by liquidity, in particular by liquid assets such as cash.
Therefore, bankers strive for a balance between caution and profits.

4. Translate into Russian: Financial intermediaries are institutions that collect the savings of the
population and provide them to borrowers. Financial intermediaries can generally be divided into three
groups — banking, insurance and investment institutions. Banking institutions consist of commercial
banks, savings banks, etc. They are characterized by accepting contributions from the public and
organizations. Insurance institutions are represented by insurance companies and pension funds.
Investment institutions are represented by financial companies. They raise money by issuing their own
shares and investing funds in stocks and bonds.

5. Translate into Russian: Deposits are chiefly of two kinds: sight deposits and time deposits. Whereas
sight deposits can be - withdrawn on sight whenever the depositor wishes, a minimum period of
notification must be given before time deposits can be withdrawn. Sight deposits are the bank accounts
against, which we write cheques, thereby running down our deposits without giving the bank any prior
warning. Whereas most banks do not pay interest on sight deposits or cheque (checking) accounts, they
can afford to pay interest on time deposits. Since they have notification of any withdrawals, they have
plenty of time to sell off some of their high- interest investments or call in some of their high-interest
loans in order to have the money to pay out deposits.
